All of
the funds raised during the campaign, which
started February 12th, Abraham Lincoln’s
birthday and concluded April 12th, will pro-
vide care and comfort to the animals while
they wait for their second chance at a for-
ever home.

focusing on the following priorities; increase the number of adoptions, increase
the number of animals that are placed into foster homes allowing animals
that are too young or ill to be housed in the community, and most significantly
we committed to the concept that no cost spay and neuter for low income
families was the only answer. Because of the staggering number of animals,
the CCHS Board of Directors gave their approval to implement free spay and
neuter surgeries for low income families. The plan was to begin to reduce the
overwhelming number of cats and litters of kittens surrendered to the Adoption
Center using spay and neuter as our way to attack the problem.

After reorganizing staff based on their strengths, we began to recruit and train
key volunteers to help us operate a no-cost spay/neuter clinic in a cost effective
manner. Simultaneously, we started writing grants to fund our spay/neuter clinic
program. Initially armed with funding totaling $20,000 from the Bertha Hamilton
Trust and the Chautauqua Region Community Foundation, the program was quickly implemented. When everything
was in place, CCHS began to reach out and identify families from the Joint Neighborhood Project (JNP) who were in
need of the CCHS no-cost spay/neuter services. Finally, at 7:30 a.m. on Feb. 24, 2004, a CCHS van pulled into the
parking lot of the Joint Neighborhood Project and 17 cats were transported to the adoption center where the surgery
was to take place. At 4:30 p.m. that same day, the “fixed” cats were reunited with their families. That’'s where the story
truly begins.

Spay/Neuter Clinic Impact

So what has the impact been six years after that policy decision and five years since the no-cost spay/neuter clinic
opened? First and foremost, CCHS remains committed to the policy that no friendly or healthy animal will be destroyed
due to overcrowding. The cornerstone of this policy was and still is to work aggressively toward solving the problem
of unwanted companion animal overpopulation by conducting extensive spay/neuter programs rather than destroy
animals simply because there are not enough homes.

CCHS is pleased to report that the shelter has seen a dramatic 73.20% decrease in the number of unwanted cats
and kittens. The high-volume spay/neuter program quickly led to fewer animals entering into the shelter system. The
promise and potential of the programs’ impact is enormous and CCHS continues to aggressively seek funds to expand
the program for both cats and dogs.
